We
are so excited to have each and every one of your youth and are anxious to see what God has in store
for this ministry in the upcoming year. To those of you who are “first timers” in the ministry, we extend a
very special welcome and hope that this meeting will calm the nerves and anxiety that come with the
transition from Children’s Ministry to Youth Ministry. Our mission is to “love youth into a relationship with
Jesus Christ to change the world.”

We offer many opportunities for you and your youth to get involved throughout the year, and we
hope that you will take advantage of these. In this packet, you will find a dictionary of terms used in our
ministry (you’ll find that we name everything!), the school year weekly calendar, 2010-2011 big events,
and a health form.

This year, you only need to fill out a health form if 1) your child is a 6" grader, 2) your insurance
information has changed, 3) any contact or medical information has changed, or 4) your child has never
attended a Cokesbury Youth related event. For those of you with multiple children in the program, there
are extra forms on the back table. Also, if your child is not already in a LINK group, you will need to fill
out a LINK Sign-up sheet, which can also be found on the back table.

Finally, this ministry is impossible to run without the help & support of parents and volunteers. The
three of us need as much help as we can get (I guess that can be interpreted many ways!). We need
LINK leaders; we need people for Sunday Night Gatherings; we need people for our big events; we
need people behind the scenes; we need people to plan and serve food; we need you!ll With all of
these options, we can find a place where you can utilize your gifts and talents. If you sign up to be a
youth volunteer, you must fill out a background check and Safe Sanctuaries form—Ilocated on the back
table. If you volunteer in other ministries at Cokesbury and have already filled these out, you do not
need to fill out another one.
